CHOIR SESSIONS

In 2017 we decided to create a choir for kids aged 4-18. We have so much fun
together and sing a wide range of different songs from a variety of genres, whilst also
learning about music theory, rhythm, harmony and working together as a team! We
have been very lucky to have had performance opportunities at the Elder Hall,
Westfield Marion, Brighton Performing Arts Centre and Adelaide Airport and we have
many more to come!

The choir is a completely separate, non-for-profit arm of the Pathways music school -
and lessons for current students (who have an instrumental lesson with us) are just $50
for an entire term of 90 minute, weekly classes (120 mins for teens). For non-pathways
instrumental students we charge $100 per term.

We run the choir at our studio in Flagstaff Hill on Saturday afternoons.

From 3pm - 3:30pm we have a specialist teen choir lesson. Children ages 11+ are
welcome to attend this session.

At 3:30pm the rest of the choir join the teens and rehearse for 1.5 hours.

We pride ourselves on doing things a bit differently: We provide our students with the opportunity to grow their knowledge and understanding of music (and their
instrument) by providing additional opportunities outside of school - including: Jam Sessions (Improvisation), AMEB preparation exam Masterclasses, Composition,

Song Writing, Ensemble, Recitals and Annual Showcases.

We communicate with parents by offering written feedback after every lesson. You can contact us anytime to discuss your, or your child’s learning - everyone of our

students and their families are very important to us and we will always do our utmost to help and support you.
